Before directly defining the
meaning of the term
@ “clustering” as it applies to what

1s planned for St. Gabriel's and St
Mary's, 1t might be good to reflect on
the structure of the Church itseli -
namely those groupings or divisions we
know as dioceses and parishes,

Some of our earliest Christan history
found in the writings of the New Testa-
ment and shortly thereafter help us to
know that the Apostle St, James was re-
garded as the first Bishop of |erusalem,
St. Peter the first Bishop of Rome, St.
Mark the first Bishop of Alexandria
(Egypt), etc. The places where bishops
were found came to be known as dio-
ceses, following some of the administra-
tive divisions that were found in the Ro-
man Empire. Eventually dioceses were
further subdivided into groups called
parishes, again a name coming from the
avil structure of the time.

Through the centuries, parishes took on
their own “personalities,” each one being
unique and distinct, Because so many
sacred events and special moments hap-
pened in parish churches like weddings,
funerals, baptisms and other momentous
events in the lives of individuals and fami-
lies, people would become very attached
and loyal to their parishes.

While changes happened, they seemed to
happen gradually. For example, an early
stronghold of the Church was Northern
Africa. St. Cyprian was bishop in Car-

thage and St. Augustine n Hippo. Both
of those cities exist today only as ar-
cheological sites. Not only did parishes
change and even disappear, but entire
dioceses ceased to exist while at the
same time new ones were developing in
other areas. Things that seemed to be
SO permanent were, In fact, not so.

The Pastoral Planning process that we
are now going through became neces-
sary because of gradual but very signifi-
cant changes that have taken place in
the past fifty years or so, changes that
no one could have ever foreseen fifty
years ago.

Living through these kinds of changes is
not an easy thing. When we see some-
thing we think of as so permanent and
solid as a parish that we love, it 1s hard
to think of that parish being merged
with another. But then the reality be-
gins to set in that a parish is really the
people and not the buildings those peo-
ple use. Since the buildings usually out-
last the people that built them, they
often become identified with the reality
of the parish, but that has never really
been true. They remind us that one of
our greatest Catholic traditions is that
we are the People of God, a people that
make good use of the materal world
that God has entrusted to us, but a peo-
ple always aware that this earthly home
of ours is a temporary stop on the way
to eternity.

what is a “cluster” and is it new to the Church?

Eucharist available to people - even as
fewer people attend Mass, financial sup-
port dwindles and fewer priest pastors and
pastoral administrators are available, is
clustering two or even three independent
parishes under a single priest pastor or
pastoral administrator.

When parishes cluster, they remain
as corporately separate legal entities
under NYS law. But, because they share
a pastoral leader, they may share other
ministries and staff members as well. Of-
ten, but not always. clustered parishes
share a common bulletin, faith formation
coordinator and youth minister, etc. Even-
tually these parishes may find it helpful -
especially to the parish leader - to form a
single parish Pastoral Council and bring
together Finance Committees for shared
budget preparation sessions.

For over 14 years, St. Mary's and St
Gabriel's have shared a common priest but
separate pastors or pastoral administra-
tors. So in many ways, you have some ex-
perience in the sharing of personnel. The
difference 1s that, come July 2010, you will
share either a common priest pastor or a
common pastoral admmistrator and sacra-
mental minister.

In the meantime, a Transition Team that
includes seven representative of each par-
ish has been formed to, over the next
year, explore ways to forge an even closer
relationship between your parishes and
their parishioners. Then, after the two
parishes are “clustered” the Transition
Team will move to the next step, a two
year plan to form a single parish with both
churches remaining cpen as worship sites.
