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Whére Do You Call Home?

I t was the trip of a lifetime!" said Marie. She
and Doug were recounting their recent cruise
through the Mediterranean. "I have always
wanted to see Egypt and the pyramids," she said,
"ever since | saw pictures of them in Sunday
School." It had been a trip to cherish both in the
sense of a dream come true and in a sense nei-
ther of them had anticipated. "Everywhere we
went," said Doug, "we saw people by the thou-
sands with no home of their own." From the
squalid Egyptian slums to the dusty banks of the
Nile, where farmers still tilled the land with primi-
tive tools and power, and the wandering people
of the Masai. Everywhere they went, great
masses of people without any place to call home,
forced to wander and beg and scratch the earth
to survive, living in the shadow of enormous
wealth and power, which, of course, they also
saw everywhere they went as well.

Not the kind of "dream" vacation you and | are
tempted to salivate over in the travel section of
the newspaper, But their comfort did not blind
them to the sobering reality in which most of the
people in the lands they visited are forced to live:
a reality called homelessness.

This reality is the unspoken pain of our Gospel
this week. The apostles are still in the upper
room where we were last week and Jesus is giving
is giving his last instructions to them. He is ad-
dressing too the deepest of all human longings -
the need to belong somewhere. The need to
know where on earth we will go on to from here.

Most of us Americans live with the idea that, be-
cause we have the security of money and home,
we can travel to distant places around in this
world like Marie and Dave, and only observe the
sights, We feel thankful that we don't have to live
the way most of the world does. We can pray -
“There but for the grace of God go |." But this is

a prayer of delusion.

But that is not how
Marie and Dave
came home feeling
from theirr trip. They
now tll stories about
the little Masai boy
wearing nothing but a
loin cloth and having
nowhere t call &%=
home. Theyll tell = Eilf o -
of the kan and haunted
faces of the homeless people who stood on the
opposite side of the street from the Nairobi Hil-
ton - faces that will continue © haunt them to the
end of their days. They expected a trip of a life-
time. They got instead the lesson of a lifetime.

For "homelessness" is not "an issue" we should
be concerned about. It is a reality we all must
live. That is the stark reality of the Gospel. We
may choose to live the illusion that we can skip
lunch to feed a hungry child. But the deep
homelessness, the one that none of us ever es-
capes - including those of us who live in relative
comfort and security, is that until there is
enough for everyone there is, quite simply, not
enough to give any of us the truest sense of
where we belong.

That is what Jesus means by "being where | am".
That is what he means by "abiding in my love".
We will never know peace inside our own skins
until there is peace and security for everyone
not just for some. We can never really be home
until no one is left on the outside without a
place to call home. For homelessness is not an
issue of human responsibility. It is an issue of
human identity.

When we finally learn what it means to do what
he did and become what he was, God will come

His service to Saint Mary’s was a special bless-
ing resulting from his generosity and love for priestly
service.
