T  
he Gospel reading today is a con-

tinuation from last Sunday's read-

ing where Jesus posed the question to his 

disciples, "Who do you say that I am?" 

Recall that Peter identified Jesus as "the 

Christ," whereby Jesus spoke of Peter as 

the "rock," giving Peter "the keys" to the 

kingdom of heaven.  

In today's reading, Jesus begins to reveal to 

the disciples his identity not only as the Mes-

siah (the Christ), but more specifically as the 

suffering Messiah. Peter reacts negatively to 

Jesus' words: "God forbid, Lord! No such 

thing shall ever happen to you." In response, 

Jesus replies, "Get behind me, Satan! You 

are an obstacle to me. You are thinking not 

as God does, but as human beings do."  

Peter's frustration lies in his (human) defini-

tion of who and what the Jewish Messiah 

should be. But Jesus sees the world from 

God's perspective, and tries to teach the 

disciples the transformative power in suffer-

ing. In fact, for Jesus, the willingness to suffer 

the cross is the heart of discipleship: 

"Whoever wishes to come after me must 

deny himself, take up his cross, and follow 

me." As the rock who had the authority to 

hold the keys, Peter still had much to learn.

I  think I was envious of her from the first moment 

we met.

We'd been trying to get together for weeks when one 

day, instead of lunch or coffee, she simply showed up 

in my office, closed the door and told me she was 

leaving her position in the development office. I could-

n't believe it. Dana was poised for greatness, she met 

with the president regularly and her office was proba-

bly the most prestigious in the whole school after the 

academic departments. 

"Why? What happened?" I asked fearing some catas-

trophic disorder. She replied calmly and simply, "I 

want to be with my son.

He still likes riding bikes with me and I 

don't want to miss his childhood." 

Although her work was important, the hours were gru-

eling because she acted as hostess for most of the alum-

nae gatherings, occurring mainly on weekends and eve-

nings while the work of making contacts occurred 

mostly during the day making for regular 60-hour weeks.
