Notes from Deacon Ray Defendorf

@n Friday we celebrated Independ-
ence Day, more commonly referred
to as the 4th of July. It marks an unoffica
beginning of summer, a more relaxed pace.
The day itself we celebrate with picnics and
fireworks. Some wear red, white and blue.
Last year at tis time, my friend Father Ed
Palumbos wrote the following reflection
on Independence Day for his bulletin at As-
sumption Parish in Fairport, NY. | saved it
with hopes that the situation he was writing
about (the lrag War) would somehow be
resolved by now. It is not, and his message is
as appropriate today as it was last year at
this time. Fr. Palumbos wrote ...

“The Declaration of Inde-
pendence was a bold {&"
statement that we in the Y2
“colonies” no longer felt
allegiance to the British £ "
Empire. We had come g%
to a crossroad and did AN
not believe that the °
King of England had our
best interests at heart.
The time had come for
the settlers on this
“new” continent to start determining for
themselves the type of government they
needed, and the principles upon which it
would be constructed: that all men (and
then they really meant “men”, and white
men at that!) are created equal, that we
were endowed by our Creator with certain
unalienable rights, including the right to life,
liberty and the pursuit of happiness. Fifty-six
representatives from the thirteen original
British colonies signed that statement.

Who were they?

Nearly half were lawyers, eleven were
merchants, nine farmers or
large plantation owners.
Most were well edu-
cated men of con-
> siderable means.
They understood
that they were put-
ting their lives
on the line by adding their signatures to the
declaration. Many of them, in fact, lost their
lives in the Revolutionary War that followed
their act of courage and defiance.

A Nation at War
oday American men and women are
also putting their lives on the line in
service to their country, in a war that be-
gan against the counsel of many, including
our late Pope John Paul I, and was, |
believe, a rash response to misinformation
and faulty intelligence. Our reputation
around the globe has suffered terribly as a
result. Most polls suggest that the major-
ity of Americans are now questioning our
continued presence in Irag. Some would
suggest that this is a lack of patriotism; |
think those of us who disagree with the
war do so out of great respect for our
service men and women with the sincere
desire not to see more of them sacrificed
in the continuing violence.

Wherever you may stand on the politics
of this war and when, how and if we
should make our exit, | am sure that one
thing we share is our desire for peace.
We may not know how to bring our
troops home or how to get beyond the
horns of the dilemma on which we are
caught. But our “dialogue” often is filled
with angry rhetoric and hateful recrimina-
tions. And as we argue, people continue
to die in conflicts around the globe.

thing, has proposed a
concerted effort to
pray for peace that
she has dubbed her
“Seven for Peace Project”. She sug-
gests starting this during this seventh
month of the year, July, as July was at one
time devoted to the Precious Blood, and
much precious blood is being poured out
right now for all of us.

What she is offering is an opportunity for
prayer — to stand in silence to honor our
dead, to think thoughts of peace, and to
send that positive energy into our world
that so desperately needs it. She invites us
to make a commitment o do a simple act
for the next seven months: © light a can-

dle and stand silently outside our homes
for seven minutes at 7pm on the seventh
day of each of the next seven months. If
we did that, and each invited seven people
to join us, by January 7th, there would be
enough of us to circle the globe!”
