W hen jury duty caught up with me, it 

came at an opportune moment when 

there were no pressing places to be or de-

manding tasks to complete. This was fortu-

nate because the case I was chosen for lasted 

an entire week, necessitating a two-day jury 

deliberation. 

A man was suing his former company and 

their insurance carrier for an injury sustained 

at work. That it had happened was not the 

issue, but the amount awarded would be de-

termined by deliberating negligence of ma-

chinery versus the negligence of man. Had he 

caused his own injury or had the machine 

malfunctioned? 

His hand, mangled by the machine, was still 

usable but could no longer perform 

"piecework," as he could not keep pace with 

the output of the machine. Maintaining what 

was called "flash grip strength," he no longer 

possessed "sustainable grip strength," which 

meant that his hand, though not useless or 

completely incapacitated, lacked the endur-

ance necessary for holding onto pieces pro-

duced by the machine. His hand was simply 

no longer strong enough to hold on. 

It could be said that the noble and ideal shep-

herd presented in the Gospel of John does 

"piecework" requiring great endurance and 

strength, demanding that the good shepherd 

lovingly care for each individual. The shep-

herd keeps vigilant watch, determined that 

W hen Jesse Manibusan visits St. Mary’s in 

just two weeks, he’ll be using all of his 

special talents as a singer, songwriter and 

inspirational speaker.

An internationally known composer of such fa-

miliar songs as “Open my Eyes Lord” and “Fly 

like a Bird” Jesse will visit St. Mary’s under the 

sponsorship of Oregon Catholic Press, Spirit 

Song Music and the National Federation of 

Catholic Youth Ministry . Last November at 

its annual convention in Cleveland, the NFCYM 

recognized the inspiration of St. Mary’s Youth 

Minister/Faith Formation Coordinator Mary 

Carol Wall and offered to have Manibusan per-

form as part of that recognition. 

Aubri and Brad Ordway will assist Manibusan in 

organizing musicians and singers for the concert.

Notes from Deacon Ray Defendorf 

A s we continue to rejoice in the Easter Sea-

son consider the following wisdom which I 

unashamedly pass on from Ann Landers. It 

reflects what we believe as followers of the 

Risen One. 

Keep skid chains on your tongue; always say 

less than you think. Cultivate a low, persua-

sive voice. How you say it counts more than 

what you say. 

Make promises sparingly, and keep them 

faithfully, no matter what it costs. 

Never let an opportunity pass to say a kind 

and encouraging word to or about some-

body. Praise good work, regardless of who 

did it. If criticism is needed, criticize help-

fully, never spitefully. 

Be interested in others, their pursuits, their 

work, their homes and families. Make merry 

with those who rejoice; with those who 

weep, mourn. Let everyone you meet, how-

ever humble, feel that you regard him or her 

as a person of importance. 

Be cheerful. Don't burden or depress those 

around you by dwelling on your minor aches 

and pains and small disappointments. Re-

member, everyone is carrying some kind of 

a load. 

Keep an open mind. Discuss but don't argue. 

It is a mark of high character to be able to 

disagree without being disagreeable. 

Let your virtues speak for themselves. Re-

fuse to talk of another's vices. Discourage 

gossip; it is a waste of valuable time and can 

be extremely destructive. 

Be careful of another's feelings. Wit and 

humor at the other person's expense are 

rarely worth it and may hurt when least 

expected. Pay no attention to ill-natured 

remarks about you. Remember, the person 

who carried the message may not be the 

most accurate reporter in the world. Live in 

such a that nobody will believe anything bad 

about you. Disordered nerves and bad diges-

tion are a common cause of backbiting  

Don't be too anxious about the credit due 

you. Do your best, and be patient. Forget 

about yourself, and let others "remember." 

Success is much sweeter that way.
