his week we celebrate the Feasts
of All Saints and All Souls. This
year All Saint’s Day is a Holy Day
of Obligation for Roman Catholics. While
not an obligatory Holy Day, the Feast of
All Souls is of special importance to Catho-

lics — especially those who have lost loved
ones over the past year.

The Feas o/ Al Seins

Tuesday, November 1st

The Feast of All Saints-is-the celebration of our
relationship with /these,’ in-the\ triumphant
church - those ! who'.have 'preceded us into
heaven. It began with local festivals in the early
church. Ever since there were Christian martyrs,
local churches.have honored: their martyrs. Lists
were kept locally-and feast days were held lo-
cally. Of course there were.martyrs who were
not recordéed for various reasons.

In the sixth /century, Pope /Boniface IV pro-
claimed the Feast of /All Holy/Martyrs to honor
all martyrs 'net. listed in local records. In 835,
Pope Gregory IV changed the hame'to the Feast
of All Saints: ,This change prabably became
about because! there was a change in the cus-
toms regarding who was listed as a "Saint.” In
the early years of.the Church, only martyrs
were given that title; but-after the Roman per-
secutions ended the title was given to others
who had led meritorious lives and who were
credited with miraculous intercession.

The Foast of Al Souls

‘Wednesday, November 2nd

While the Feast of All Saints remembers the
glories of Heaven and those there, the Feast
of All Souls (November 2) reminds us of our
obligations: to live holy| lives and that there
will be purification of the souls of those des-
tined for Heaven -7in this life oriin-purgatory.

The Feast of ‘All Souls owes its beginning to
seventh century monks who offered Mass on
the day after Pentecost for their deceased
community members. In the late tenth ccen-
tury, other monasteries chose to move their
Mass for their dead to November 2, the day
after the Feast of All Saints. This custom
spread-and- in-the-thirteenth century, Rome
put the feast on the calendar of the entire
Church. The date remained November 2 so
that all in the Communion of the Saints might
be celebrated together.

Parish Council Report

t. Mary’s Parish Council met on Tuesday, October 11 in

Room 205 of the Zimmer Center. Members Present:
Rosemary States, Jo Slovak, Jim Gallagher, Sean McKinley,
and Bill MacNamara Members Absent: Stephanie Cza-
jkowski, Mary McConnell and Kathy Warren. Also Present:
Carol Hall, Deacon Ray Defendorf and Bob Sestak.

Following prayer and approval of last month’s minutes, the
Pastoral Administrator’s report was presented by Deacon Ray:

Finances: Collections remain up and at this time we are
ahead for the year. We are hopeful that a NYS grant will
cover the costs of O’Malley Hall kitchen equipment. The
remaining kitchen and bathroom renovation costs will be
covered by Partners in Faith.

Staff: Mary Carol Wall has agreed to take the Faith Forma-
tion position. Ray has not yet written a job description
for Carol Hall’s position but will be working on that soon.

RCIA: There have been three inquiry sessions so far with
one more scheduled for this Wednesday evening. At this
time there are eight people interested and Ray is send-
ing a letter to two more possibilities. On November 9*",
the RCIA process will begin and Sunday, November 20"
there will be the Rite of Acceptance at Mass.

Building and Grounds: Finger Lakes HVAC has been in-
specting our boilers and repaired some leaky pipes,
which were incorrectly sealed by the original contractor.
That will cost $3,000 to correct. They are also working
on the problem of the airflow in the Zimmer Center.
Because of rising fuel costs heating the church for week-
day services is also a concern Ray is considering using
O’Malley Hall or Room 101 for daily Mass or Communion.

CSCP: The next meeting of the CSCP implementation com-
mittee was Saturday (October 15) at Saint Gabriel’s.
They are still working on a 5-year plan that will serve the
needs of the five parishes.

Father John Wydeven: Ray has been in contact with Fa-
ther Wydeven, who should be arriving in Bath and mov-
ing into the rectory on October 26 or 27". They will dis-
cuss rent etc. after Father has had a chance to look over
the facilities. Father has applied for faculties to serve in
this diocese.

TGA: Sister Anne Michelle and Ray will show the diocesan
video and distribute pledge cards at masses on the week-
end of October 22" and 23™. Our goal of $27,244 is the
same as last year.

Olan Mill Directory: The directory has been completed
and sent in, Ray expects it to be on its way to us soon.
Cursillo: Ray reminded everyone that Men’s Cursillo #80
would be held in Rochester November 10-13. Anyone in-

terested, please contact Ray.

Discussion/Action Items:

Stewardship: Jim Gallagher suggested that the Stew-
ardship sub-committee host a Ministry Fair with strong
visual tie-ins to stewardship. They would like to be on
the November council agenda.

Purpose of this Position:

The purpose of this position is to assist in the desktop publishing
of the parish bulletin and assist the pastoral staff with other
secretarial functions.

Duties of the Bulletin Editor/Parish Secretary include:

1. Collaborates with the Pastoral Administrator and staff to
gather, edit, layout and desk top publish the parish bulletin
to meet set deadlines established by the publisher.

2. Schedules the use of parish facilities in an efficient and
timely manner for parish and outside organizations. Develop
and maintain a calendar that identifies the time, date,
name of organization and room(s) to be used. Coordinates
the use of building and room keys.

3. Greets and assists parishioners and others who visit office,
receives phone calls and refers questions to appropriate
staff members or ministries. Sorts and distributes mail and
assures that outgoing mail is picked up on a daily basis.

4. Performs other secretarial duties as requested.

Required Qualifications:

1 Active member of a Roman Catholic parish faith community
or knowledge of Church ministries and functions and a will-
ingness to perform their responsibilities in a manner consis-
tent with the mission of the parish and Church.

2. Knowledge and competence in word processing (MS Word),
desktop publishing (MS Publisher), E-Mail (Lotus Notes), and
data entry (MS Access).

3. Relevant work experience in a desktop publishing and of-
fice setting.

4. Ability to compose correspondence, articles, etc.

5. Excellent public relations representative for the parish to
those who call, write or visit the parish office.

6. Ability to honor and maintain confidentiality.

7. High school graduate or equivalent.
